In 2018, Israel turns 70. Indeed, on May 14, 1948, David Ben-Gurion , the head of the Jewish Agency, proclaimed the 

establishment of the State of Israel. U.S. President Harry S. Truman recognized the new nation on the same day. At the same time, 

halfway around the world, The Sagamore was established in Miami Beach. Both Israel and the city of Miami Beach would go 

through tremendous transformations in the mid-century, both flourishing and serving as a new sanctuary for displaced people 

following the second World War.

The Sagamore Hotel is presenting an exceptional art exhibit to celebrate this milestone. As the world is still not short of 

hatred and wars in so many forms, it is obvious that art in all its forms can help bring peace and friendship. PEACE 70 is a curated 

exhibit showcasing artworks that will allow us to remember we can all live in a peaceful world.

A SYMBOL OF PEACE

To honor Peace, World-acclaimed Israeli hyper-realist painter YIGAL OZERI is painting a portrait of 

SHIMON PERES that will be donated to the Peres Center for Peace. Yigal Ozeri is known for large-scale 

cinematic portraits of young women in landscapes. His works are photo-realistic oil paintings. His works are part 

of the permanent collections of many museums globally including the Whitney Museum of American art in 

NYC, and the Tel Aviv Museum of Art.

PEACE 70

Shimon Peres (1923-2016) was an Israeli politician who served both as ninth President 

of Israel, and twice Prime Minister of Israel, in a political career spanning 70 years. Peres 

was elected to the Knesset in November 1959 and was in office continuously until he was 

elected President in 2007. At the time of his retirement in 2014, he was the world's oldest 

head of state, and was considered the last link to Israel's founding generation. 

From a young age, he was renowned for his oratorical brilliance, and was chosen as a 

protégé by David Ben-Gurion, Israel's founding father. Peres won the 1994 Nobel Peace 

Prize together with Rabin and Yasser Arafat for the Oslo Accords peace talks with the 

Palestinian leadership. In 1996, he founded the Peres Center for Peace, which has the aim 

of promoting lasting peace and advancement in the Middle East by fostering tolerance, 

economic and technological development, cooperation and well-being.



PETER HALMAGYI
Peter Halmagyi was born in Hungary. He studied at the Academy of 

Journalism, graduated in the degree of Photo Journalist. Worked at 

Budapest County Daily News, and Evening Newspaper, from 1976 to 

1984. He moved to Los Angeles in 1987,  and started his career in the 

United States.

He has 30 years of experience working with International Press and 

Photo Agencies and as a correspondent for political and cultural 

events in more than 140 countries throughout the world. He also 

works as a freelance photographer with the following major Jewish 

organizations.

He was working with Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin and the Israeli 

Delegation at the time that he received the Ronald Reagan Freedom 

Award in 1994. His lens has captured numerous celebrities and 

politicians around the world and he has security clearance at the 

highest levels. He was the Official personal photographer of Shimon 

Peres and his family.

Pivenhas lectured extensively about creativity and its application to various aspects 

of life in diverse platforms across the world, from Teach for All Global Conference 

to TedxConference in Jerusalem. Throughout the last 15 years Pivenhas conducted 

workshops for children and adults alike. The workshop allows to easily experience a 

creative process and enables introspection and communication through the creation 

of a collage with common objects.
